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Brick or Stucco

Door frames need to match the thickness of the wall. These diagrams may help 
you better undertand what to measure. Brick or Stucco installations are slightly 
different. Sometimes an additional sub-casing is needed for brick installations.   

Some common door jamb widths: 

For 2x4 walls with brick or stucco -       4-9/16"
For 2x4 walls with Hardy Plank siding -  5-1/4"
For 2x6 walls with brick or stucco -       6-9/16"
